From the White House: Statement by the President on Holocaust Remembrance Day 

April 11, 2010. 
 

I join people here at home, in Israel, and around the world in observing Holocaust Remembrance 

Day.   This year, on the 65th anniversary of the liberation of the Nazi concentration camps, we must 

recommit ourselves to honoring the memories of all the victims and ensuring that they remain a part 

of our collective memory.   On my visit to Buchenwald last year – and during my visit to Yad 

Vashem in 2008 – I bore witness to the horrors of anti-Semitism and the capacity for evil 

represented by the Nazis‘ campaign to annihilate the Jewish people and so many others.  But even at 

places like Buchenwald, the dignity and courage of those who endured the horrors of the Holocaust 

remind us of humanity‘s capacity for decency and compassion.
